FEES:  Boone County Ordinance 19-12, Section 34-84 

• 1st TV/Monitor from Boone Co. resident per calendar year received when open = NO FEE 
• Additional TVs/Monitors from residents = $20 (for ≤ 20”) OR $30 (for screens >20”) 
• Units dropped off without proof of Boone County residency = $40 per item 
• Units dropped off when facility doors are closed = $200  minimum
